The candles were lit by Vice President 
Christine Morrow.  Donna Wertz gave the invocation and all members joined in the Pledge of Allegiance 
and Opening Ritual.

President - JoAnn welcomed everyone to “Breakfast at Tiffany’s” hosted by Preceptor Xi Sigma of 
Newport Harbor Council and introduced Chairman, Evelyn Lambert.  Evelyn introduced her committee.

Vice President - Christine introduced the Award of Distinction recipients and thanked them for their 
years of service and dedication.  She also introduced the Area Council Presidents - Phyl Eldridge, NHAC, 
Rosemary Mumford, NOCC, Denise Kuhns, SVC and Penny Williams, WGAC; the chapter guests; and 
Ginny Otten, Pace award recipient from NOCC who is celebrating her birthday.

Recording Secretary – Linda Economon reported that the Executive Board of Orange Coast California 

Council met on August 11, 2007 in the home of Jackie Harman.  Any business to come before the 
membership will be presented under the Chairman’s report.  Any recommendations will be discussed 
under New Business.

Corresponding Secretary – No report
President JoAnn introduced the candidates for the two openings on the Scholarship Committee –

Grace Reilly, NOCC, Betty Rolnick, WGAC and Karen Todd, NOCC.  The election was held.
Treasurer –Betty Jo Patchen reported receipts in the amount of $353.00 since the July brunch 

meeting, total disbursements of $181.33 and a balance of $6,061.26 in the checking account as of today.  
The balance in savings is $2,988.07.  This report is placed on file subject to audit.

Registrar - Jan Reichert mailed 22 copies of the August Chatterbox with the approved OCCC 2007-08 
budget and emailed 69 copies for a total of 91.  The deadline for the October Chatterbox is October 20.  
Today there are 21 chapters represented with 100 members and 7 guests present for a total attendance 
of 107.  No chapters have 100% attendance.    The chapter with the most members in attendance is 
Laureate Delta Nu, NOCC.

Vice President – Christine gave us information on the oldest functioning lighthouse, the Tower of 
Hercules, which is located in Coruna, Spain.  She introduced members attending their first OCCC brunch.  
There was a picture of JoAnn Spates and Charlene Farwell with Viola Dorian at convention in the latest 
Torch.  Eighteen of OCCC’s 33 chapters achieved a three star rating.  The Memorial Service will be held 
at the January brunch meeting; please get names of any departed sisters to JoAnn so that they can be 
included in the Memorial.  On Friday, November 9, there will be a no-host dinner at the Knott’s Berry 
Farm Resort Hotel in Buena Park. There will be six State Area Boards and the 2008 Convention Board 
visiting that weekend.  At the brunch meeting on Saturday, November 10 we will be honoring our OCCC 
Past Presidents, the Orange Aids.

Historian - Betty Rolnick reported on the Historians meeting that was held in her home on September 
5, 2007.  The scrapbook judging sheets and guidelines were discussed and no changes were made.  She 
asked that copies of any pictures of JoAnn during the year be sent to her.

Philanthropic Chairman - Boots Morris reported that the balance in the philanthropic account is 
$1,522.42.  Thank you notes were sent for donations at the July brunch.  She asked for donations from 
the membership.

Community Service Chairman – Bobbie Varner announced that two requests for sisters in need were 
granted.  The current balance is $7,609.33.  She asked for donations from the membership.

Protocol Chairman - Jackie Harman - brunch bid forms for hosting the 2009 meetings are available 
from Jackie today.  The deadline to return the completed form is December 1, 2007.  An orientation 
meeting for those awarded brunches will be scheduled in January or February, 2008.  The Intrastate 
meetings will be held in Fresno on October 5 and 6.  Jackie did not receive any recommendations for 
changes or suggestions for improvement.  The only recommendation for change came from our 
convention in Irvine.  We recommend a change to the Hostess Hints and Convention Protocol #20 b. 
Head and/or Sub-Head Table Seating for Sunday Breakfast to include the Convention Registration 
Chairman (not the Hostess Area Registrar) to present the Convention Registration Totals to the 
membership.  Jackie reminded everyone that only the Hostess Chapter may sell during our meetings as 
well as the OCCC Executive Board Travel Fund ticket sales during the lunch break.  Others may sell at 
tables before and after the meeting.  Sales that benefit the entire Council, such as Community Service, 
may circulate before the meeting.

 Immediate Past President - Charlene Farwell reported that 18 traveled to NCC for the first visitation of 
the year on August 2 and 3.  Nine will be flying to Oakland today to visit CRCC in South San Francisco.  
Intrastate and the CCC visitation will be on October 5, 6 and 7 in Fresno.  The following weekend we will 
visit FNCC in Red Bluff.  The final two visitations will be in January.
$425.00 was donated to the Scholarship Fund at the July brunch and two donations totaling $145.00 
have been received by mail for a donation total to date of $575.00.  Charlene asked for donations from 
the membership.

Convention Chairman - Linda Israel and Convention Co-Chairman – Candy Teubert  and the 
Convention Executive Board thanked all of the OCCC members for their hard work.  The Chairmen and 
Co-Chairmen were paid $3,600.00; checks have been mailed to their chapters.  The $5,000 CD for the 
2015 Convention has been set up.  Our chapters will be paid $19,114.00 for the hours they worked.  The 
rate will be approximately $10.00 per hour.  Linda presented a check to OCCC for $12,743.60.  

Director Sponsor - Donna’s thought for the day, “Making New Friends”, was read.  Chapter 
announcements were made.  Donna introduced her new friend, Karen Danner from Laureate Eta Beta, 
SVC.

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History and Customs of Halloween

The word itself, “Halloween,” actually has its origins in the Catholic Church.  It comes from a contracted 
corruption of All Hallows Eve.  November 1, “All Hallows Day” is a Catholic day of observance in honor 
of saints.  But, in the 5th century BC, in Celtic Ireland, summer officially ended on October 31.  The 
holiday was called Samhain, the Celtic New year.

One story says that, on that day, the disembodied spirits of all those who had died throughout the 
preceding year would come back in search of living bodies to possess for the next year.  It was believed to 
be their only hope for the afterlife.  The Celts believed all laws of space and time were suspended during 
this time, allowing the spirit world to intermingle with the living.  

Naturally, the still-living did not want to be possessed.  So on the night of October 31, villagers would 
extinguish the fires in their homes, to make them cold and undesirable.  They would then dress up in all 
manner of ghoulish costumes and noisily paraded around the neighborhood, being as destructive as 
possible in order to frighten away spirits looking for bodies to possess.

The custom of Halloween was brought to America in the 1840’s by Irish immigrants fleeing their 
country’s potato famine.  At that tine, the favorite pranks in New England included tipping over 
outhouses and unhinging fence gates.  

The custom of trick-or-treating is thought to have originated not with the Irish Celts, but with a 9th

Century European custom called souling.  On November 2, All Souls Day, early Christians would walk 
from village to village begging for “soul cakes,” made out of square pieces of bread with currants.  The 
more soul cakes the beggars would receive, the more prayers they would promise to say on behalf of the 
dead relatives of the donors.  At the time, it was believed that the dead remained in limbo for a time after 
death, and that prayer, even by strangers, could expedite a soul’s passage to heaven.  

The Jack-o-lantern custom probably comes from Irish folklore.  As the tale is told, a man named Jack, 
who was notorious as a drunkard and trickster, tricked Satan into climbing a tree.  Jack then carved an 
image of a cross in the tree’s trunk, trapping the devil up the tree.  Jack made a deal with the devil that, if 
he would never tempt him again, he would promise to let him down the tree.  

According to folk tale, after Jack died, he was denied entrance to Heaven because of his evil ways, but he 
was also denied access to Hell because he had tricked the devil.  Instead, the devil gave him a single 
ember to light his way through the frigid darkness.  The ember was placed inside a hollowed-out turnip to 
keep it glowing longer.  

The Irish used turnips as their “Jack’s lanterns” originally.  But when the immigrants came to America, 
they found that pumpkins were far more plentiful than turnips.  So the Jack-o-Lantern in America was a 
hollowed-out pumpkin, lit with an ember.

OCCC Bid Forms due to Jackie Harman by December 1, 2007
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The lighthouse at Cape Reinga in New Zealand was built in 1941 and first lit during May of that 
year, replacing a lighthouse located on nearby Moutuopa Island, which had been built in 1879. 
In 1987, the lighthouse was fully automated and the lighthouse keepers were withdrawn. The 
previous 1000 watt light has since been replaced with a 50 watt flashing beacon.

Cape Reinga lies at the northern tip of the Aupouri Peinsula in far north North Island. Although 
it isn't the northernmost point of New Zealand, it is more accessible than the Surville Cliffs on 
North Cape, 30 kilometres farther east, which has that distinction. 

The Cape Reinga Lighthouse looks down at the Columbia Bank maelstrom where the waters of 
the Tasman Sea and the Pacific Ocean meet. 
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As of January 2007, Cape Reinga is on the tentative list of UNESCO waiting to receive World 
Heritage status.
